Washington DC (February 22, 2010) — The twelfth annual Washington, DC Independent Film Festival
(DCIFF) will run from March 4-14, 2010. The Washington DC Independent Film Festival (DCIFF) is an
award winning annual film festival showcasing over 100 independent films from around the world; offering
a Music Festival, Master Classes, Seminars & Workshops conducted by industry professionals; providing
cultivation and opportunity to the DC community.

The location of the festival and related events will be held all in one place, at the Navy Memorial
Museum - Heritage Center/ Burke Theatre. The address is 701 Pennsylvania Avenue, NW, Washington,
DC 20004 (Entrance - between D Street & Pennsylvania Avenue, at 8th Street)

DCIFF also presents the "Independent Summit on the Hill", on March 4™ at 9:00AM held at the Rayburn
House Building, which brings together filmmakers and policymakers to discuss the state of the industry on
Capitol Hill.

The 2010 Official Selection will present 113 films, from 27 countries, packaged in 23 themes, with World
Premieres to films that have premiered at major festivals (Sundance, Cannes, Tribeca); on subjects that
reflect the many challenges that we are facing today. These are fresh new perspectives and these films
will inspire, and provoke, but will not leave you bored. The technology of today is helping filmmakers
reach new heights in their techniques and styles of production that help them focus their energy on
capturing their compelling stories.

About the Opening Night eve nts: The evening will begin with a musical accompaniment by Fan Fan &
Friends , local Haitian musician, playing Caribbean sounds as a prelude to the evening presentations.
The Opening Ceremony will begin at 7:30pm and will present an overview of the festival and related
events. The Ceremony will also present two special awards: The DCIFF Making a Difference Award to
the “Saint Patrick’'s Episcopal Church and Day School ” for their long standing contributions to Haiti
and their plans to rebuild after the total destruction of their affiliated church in Haiti; and an award to
Jonathan Epstei n, filmmaker “I Am A Man”, Union — AFSCME, Elmore Nickelberry , a sanitation
worker/ Civil Rights Activist (the subject of the DCIFF official selection film “I Am A Man”, based on the
true story of Mr. Nickelberry and his work during the Civil rights movement in Memphis. The Award
presentations will be followed by the screening of our featured films, Roue, a 6 minute animation and
Quantum Tamers , a 54 minute documentary. Following the screening there will be a 20 minute Question
& Answer session, followed by a reception. The evening is scheduled to end at 9:30pm.

About the film presentation: DCIFF presents themed programs. On Opening night, DCIFF will present:
- Roue, directed by Taili Wu (U S A, Animation, Student, 6 mins, Mid-Atlantic Premiere, 2009) A self-
portrait reflecting the dreams, emotions, and memories of the animator; followed by

- Quantum Tamers: An award winning documentary that reveals secrets from deep inside the sewers
of Vienna, site of groundbreaking quantum teleportation experiments, to cutting-edge quantum computing
labs, to voyages into the minds of the world’s brightest thinkers, including renowned British scientist
Stephen Hawking . Albert Einstein called this quantum weirdness "spooky action at a distance.” The
Quantum Tamers: Revealing Our Weird & Wired Future explores the coming quantum technological
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revolution. Guest speakers include filmmaker, Frank Taylor , Producer — “Quantum Tamers” ; Dr.
Stuart Wolf is the Director of the University of Virginia Institute for Nanoscale and Quantum
Scientific and Technological Advanced Research (nanoST AR); a representative of the International
Spy Museum ; and moderated by Jessica Doyle — Reporter , WUSA 9 news .

DCIFF will launch its festivities with its Opening Night on March 4 " beginning at 7pm.
